The 2025 World Rowing Championships take place in Shanghai, China
from September 21 to 28. This year's World Championships mark the first
since the 2024 Paris Olympics

This regatta also marks the return of three Paris 2024 Olympians Nathan
Timoney who renews his partnership with Ross Corrigan in the Men's Pair
following the 2024 Olympics. Tokyo Olympic bronze medallist Emily
Hegarty and double Olympian Aoife Casey mark their return to
international racing following the Paris Olympics.

Rowing Ireland will be represented by 24 athletes competing across 12
boat classes. Among them is Emma Waters, who will make her Senior

International debut in the Women's Four.
